There are attempts to create a society or a collaboration with specialists, like multicenter studies - with a lot of input from Prof. Resch (Salzburg). In the past a multicenter study regarding Fracture prosthesis was performed (Kralinger et al). Further studies are planed ( e.g. bone block procedure in shoulder instability – J-graft).

The interest in SECEC are focused more in the west of Austria (Salzburg and Innsbruck – look  member list) then in the east and south part. Therefore attempt are made to motivate shoulder and elbow surgeons to become part of the SECEC family. The were short presentations on national shoulder and orthopaedic meetings  - annual Schulterforum, Innsbruck Cadaver Courses (September and October), annual Austrian Trauma and Orthopaedic meetings, as well as personal communications and invitations via e-mail.
